A volunteer program for teens 13-17 years of age.

What do they do?   They have a great 

time at the zoo while theyhelp animal 

keepers in the  Childrenôs Zoo care for the 

animals, handle education animals, answer 

questions from the public, and assist with  

animal shows and special projects.   

 

What does it cost?  $80 for Zoo Soci-

ety members and $90 for non-members. 

This program fee covers costs associated 

with  the program including a uniform  T-

shirt, name tags, a manual, training by Zoo  

staff, and party at the end of the season 

with family and Zoo staff.  

 

 

When do they work?    Junior Zoocrew 

commit to work three, 3 1/2  hour shifts 

per week including weekends & holidays 

during their school summer break. 

 

How do I apply?   Contact the Education 

Department at 612-8418 with your name,  

phone number and address and we will 

send you an application, you can pick one 

up at the zoo office, or download one off 

of the zoo website. Donôt wait until the 

last minute! The Zoocrew has limited  

openings and the deadline to apply is 

April 22, 2010. You must submit a  com-

plete  application   including a medical re-

view and a letter of recommendation prior 

to the deadline. You must attend a brief 

mandatory interview, and if selected, an 

orientation session with your parents and 

additional training classes in May. The fun 

begins as you start as a member of the Jun-

ior Zoocrew!
