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JANUARY 8, 1970 
 

 
 This being the first official Council Meeting for the City Administration voted into office at the 
General Municipal Election on November 4th, 1969, certain ceremonial procedures were necessary 
before the Mayor and City Council were in a position to conduct official business. 
 After introductory remarks by Mayor-elect S. Eddie Pedersen the City Clerk swore him in to 
office as Mayor, after which he signed the official oath and was presented a certificate of election.  
Mayor Pedersen then swore in Councilmen-elect Melvin Erickson, Paul Hovey, and Jack Wood, Jr. 
after which they signed the official oath and received their certification of election.  
 The Mayor then called the official Council Meeting to order and the roll call revealed the 
following as being present:  Mayor S. Eddie Pedersen; Councilmen  Gordon L. Nelson, Paul L. 
Hovey, Dale D. Parish, Jim R. Freeman, Melvin Erickson, Jack Wood, Jr.  Also present:  Roy C. Barnes, 
City Clerk; Arthur Smith, City Attorney; Luther Jenkins, City Controller; Rod Gilchrist, City Planner; 
Les Corcoran, Fire Chief; Robert Pollock, Police Chief; Don Lloyd, Public Works Director; Ernie 
Craner, Parks & Recreation Director; James Collins, Personnel Director.  Minutes of the last Regular 
Meeting, held December 18th, 1969, were read and approved.  The Mayor conducted an election for 
President of the Council.  Councilman Wood nominated Jim Freeman for that office.    It was moved 
by Councilman Nelson, seconded by Erickson, that the nominations cease and the  City Clerk be 
directed to cast a unanimous ballot for Councilman Jim Freeman.  The Mayor called for an audible 
roll call which  resulted in no dissenting votes.  Councilman Freeman was then declared by the 
Mayor to be the President of the Council for the next two years. 
 Recognizing that there are certain Division Head positions required by law the Mayor 
proceeded to make these appointments accordingly, as follows:   City Clerk, Roy C. Barnes, City 
Treasurer, Zelda Houchens; City Engineer, Joe Laird; City Auditor, The firm of Williams, Gaskill & 
Ferguson; City Attorney, the firm of Albaugh, Bloem, Smith & Pike.  It was moved by Councilman 
Freeman, seconded by Parish, that these appointments be confirmed.  Roll call as follows:  Ayes, 6; 
No, none; carried. 
 The Mayor then reappointed all other Division Heads to their respective positions.  It was 
moved by Councilman Nelson, seconded by Erickson, that these appointments be confirmed.  Roll 
call as follows:  Ayes, 6; No, none; carried. 
 The Mayor then proceeded to establish certain Council Committees and to name Councilmen 
to act as members of said committees as follows:  The first named in each instance, being the 
Chairman:

 The Mayor announced the need for a new member on the Citizens Advisory Committee to act 
as Chairman  of Historical Preservation with particular emphasis on the Eagle Rock area.  The Mayor 
appointed Mrs. Ida Holden to act in this capacity.  It was moved by Councilman Hovey, seconded by 
Parish, that this appointment be confirmed.  Roll call as follows:  Ayes, 6; No, none; carried. 
 The Mayor noted that there has been enabling legislation to permit County Commissioners to 
appoint a Human Relations Committee.  Meanwhile, the Mayor noted further, there has been such a 
committee  created at the City level.  To avoid conflict or duplication the Mayor questioned the 
Councilmembers on this subject.    It was moved by Councilman Nelson, seconded by Freeman, that 
no action be taken at this time except to agree to discuss the matter with the County Commissioners 
at the next joint meeting.  Roll call as follows:  Ayes, 6; No, none; carried. 
 At the invitation of the Mayor, Councilman Parish,  as Chairman of the Finance Committee, 
submitted a brief financial report of the City.  He said all funds ended the year in the black.  As of 
December 31st, 1969, cash and investments totaled $1,131,843 vs $1,350,403 a year previous.  Parish 
then drew attention to the 1969 budget in the amount of $5,983,000.  He said anticipated expenditures 
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for that period is in the amount of $5,970,000.  Parish then referred to the prospects for 1970.  He said 
anticipated revenue, at the present time, is in the amount of  $5,865,000.  This  reflects  funds  from  all  
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sources including $1,075,700 from property taxes based upon a 32 mill City levy and based, further, 
upon as estimated property valuation of $34,365,000. 
 The Mayor then presented his State of the City Address, as follows:  
 
           January 8, 1970 
 

STATE OF THE CITY MESSAGE 
 

 Many times it has been said that isolation is a luxury we can ill afford.  As time 
develops it becomes more prevalent that cities can no longer operate without close working 
harmony with congressional people, federal agencies, state government, county, school 
districts. and other municipalities.    The secondary sewage treatment system is Herculean in 
scope. 
 
 Not only have regulations been handed down for fiscal and philosophical operations of 
communities, but, also, funding must come from the sources  of greatest income. 
 
 More obvious than any year in the history of Idaho Falls, we have met impasses 
insurmountable on a local level.  Planning ahead, scheduling  projects, fiscal allocation, and 
any means at our disposal have even become inadequate to cope with the needs and demands 
of the improvements necessary for environmental quality which have been laid out by various 
government agencies. 
 
 It has been a prudent operation of City management and responsible decisions made 
during the past several years that has made it possible  to keep the City of Idaho Falls on a 
sound fiscal basis and pay-as-you-go policy.  To continue on a cash basis in 1970 is going to 
mean retrenchment of projects, review of necessities, and assistance from every Division 
Director to design programs within our fiscal capabilities.  With the continuing spiraling costs 
of all levels of government, we cannot expect the people to accept high increases in the cost of 
the operation of the City of Idaho Falls. 
 
 Recognizing that some major public works projects have been scheduled and funds 
allocated, makes it imperative that we immediately see them to completion.  Ironically, the 
only improvement of any magnitude with the City that the City Council has approved is the 
completion of the 17th Street bridge and rights-of-way. 
 
 For years, we have attempted to try to alleviate a major public health problem in the 
Capital Hill storm drainage area and $137,000 has been approved by the Federal Government 
for assistance in this project.  Tuesday evening at 7:30 P.M., in the Little Theatre of the Idaho 
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Falls High School, a public hearing will be held to inform the people what the engineering 
design of this project will be the proposed  alleviation  of  the  problem and  the cost.    It is our  
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hope that the citizens will accept this long over-due need for correction of sewage flooding and 
surface drainage impoundment. 
 
 We have reached the apex of Parks and Recreation Development within our community 
with projects now begun, such as, Riverside Development, Eagle Rock Park Completion, 
Handball Courts, etc. and these must be finished before we can witness the capability for any 
new parks expansion.  Development of a second golf course must be started. 
 
 From current revenue complied with long range practical planning, the Electrical 
Division has pulled itself up by the boot straps, new substations, new transmission lines, 
transformers, a raise in voltage levels, reductions of power failures and, certainly uniform 
voltage levels have been accomplished through excellent engineering and construction 
projects. 
 
 We recognize the deplorable condition of the upper dam and it was anticipated that this 
year construction would begin.  A sudden and unexpected failure of the Eagle Rock Power 
Plant has changed the scheduling to a slight degree of the Capital Improvement Projects 
within the Electrical Division’s current revenue.  The power plant must be rebuilt.   The rolling 
stock of the Electrical Maintenance Equipment, such as:  Man-lift trucks and emergency 
inventory has constantly been maintained at the necessary level. 
 
 We can point with pride toward the improvements made in the safety record of this fine 
department. 
 
 Few cities could exercise the fortitude to broadcast to it’s citizens  that if there is a bad 
chuck hole in any street, we would come immediately and give it our best attention.  This was 
done this year. 
 
 It is my candid opinion that rather than assess nothing for street maintenance and 
repairs, and airport, it might be practical to consider dedicating a portion of the general fund 
toward these ends in the fiscal year 1970 . 
 
 Some cities, such as:  American Falls, assess as much as 17 mills just to maintain streets 
alone. 
 
 It is my recommendation that no major capital improvement be allocated to the airport 
this coming year.  With the reemphasis on permanent improvements upon the street system of 
the City of Idaho Falls be made. 
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 If the City Council finds it feasible and financially possible to acquire a better garage 
facility, tighter controls can be inaugurated on vehicular use and equipment control during the  
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coming 12 months.    We are operating partially on May Street, partially in a parking lot and 
crowded facilities for all repairs of all equipment possessed by the City. 
 
 It is my recommendation that one shop be maintained by the City for the best efficient 
allocation and repairs of such equipment utilized in any department or division. 
 
 I further recommend that, excepting detective cars where it would be detrimental to 
their conduct of law enforcement, that every vehicle and rolling stock equipment, should be 
similarly identified as belonging to the City.  
 
 A recommendation has come in to purchase a new crash truck for the fire department 
and approximately 12 new firemen, but with the adjustment of salaries, these two items will 
have to be stricken from the proposed budget.   
 
 Only with firm determination, complete cooperation from citizens and City 
Government alike, can we progress toward the redevelopment of a community of which we 
can rightfully be proud.

 Mr. Dan Dunn, 847 Crestmont, appeared before the Council to announce and urge attendance 
to the Youth Hockey program on January 17th, 1970, in Salt Lake City.  The Mayor thanked Mr. Dunn 
for his appearance and commended him for his civic interest in this program.

AGREEMENT 
 

 THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 22nd day of December, 1969, by and 
among the City of Idaho Falls, Idaho, hereinafter referred to as the City, Bonneville County, 
Idaho, hereinafter referred to as the County, and Mel Brown Company, Inc., an Idaho 
Corporation, hereinafter referred to as the Landowner. 
 
 WHEREAS, the City and County have heretofore entered into a cooperative agreement 
for the construction of a bridge across the Snake River at 17th Street; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, the City and County have by said cooperative agreement agreed to acquire 
needed right of way for specified approaches to said bridge; and, 
 
 WHEREAS, the Landowner owns certain property hereinafter particularly described 
which is needed to construct a portion of said approaches to said bridge; and,

 WHEREAS, the parties hereto by negotiation and compromise have reached certain 
agreements concerning the price to be paid said Landowner and certain other matters of 
mutual concern. 
 

WITNESSETH 
 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of all of the foregoing, the parties hereto agree as 
follows: 
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            I 

 
City and County agree: 
 

A. The City and County jointly agree to pay to the Landowner for certain property, 
hereinafter described, the sum of $56,612 and that $22,298 of said sum is to be 
paid by the City and $34,317 of said sum is to be paid by the County. 

B. That the Landowner shall be permitted to tear down any buildings owned by the 
Landowner located on the said property and keep any building materials 
salvaged thereby for its own use. 

C. That the Landowner shall be permitted two accesses to the to-be-constructed 
West 17th Street,  but that the Landowner shall be limited in these accesses to one 
40 foot wide access on each side of the to-be-constructed West 17th Street as it 
bisects the Landowner’s property. 

D. That the Landowner shall be permitted to reserve a right of way under and 
across the path of the to-be-constructed West 17th Street for the purpose of 
extending a water line, at the Landowner’s expense, to another portion of the 
Landowner’s property. 

E. The City and County jointly agree to never condemn the Landowner’s property 
for right of way for the construction of the proposed course of Utah Avenue. 

 
II 
 

The City agrees: 
 

A. The faithfully comply with the cooperative agreement, hereinbefore mentioned, 
and pay to the Landowner, upon timely demand, its portion of the total sum of 
money to be paid. 

B. To, at such time as Utah Avenue becomes a dead end street, to vacate those 
portions of the said Utah Avenue that are abutted by the Landowner’s property, 
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however, reserving to the City an easement for such public utilities as now 
presently exists. 

C. To, at such time as Utah Avenue is vacated, convey a quitclaim deed to the 
Landowner that portion of City property, particularly  described as follows:  A 
triangular parcel of real property bounded on the south by the property line of 
Grace Garrett, on the east side by the property line of the Mel Brown Company, 
and  on  the  north by the  existing  southerly  right  of  way  line of Utah Avenue. 
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 III 

 
The County agrees to pay to the Landowner, upon the execution of this agreement, the sum of 
$34,313. 
 

IV 
 

The Landowner agrees: 
 

A. To tear down and remove any and all of the Landowner’s structures from the 
specified take of right of way, hereinafter more particularly described, by 
October 1, 1970. 

B. To execute upon the execution of this agreement and the payment of it of the 
sum of $56,612, as aforesaid, a deed to the County of the following real property, 
particularly described as follows: 

 
Beginning at a point on the north and south centerline of Section 24, T. 2N R. 37 E.B.M., 
said point being south 0°16’30” west 142.21 feet; thence south 0°16’30” west along said

OF FIRE HYDRANTS 
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The orderly development of our fire protection is necessary for the safety and well being of  
our citizens as the City develops and expands.  If adequate fire hydrants and water mains are 
not installed as we grow, these installations then become an additional burden for the entire 
City to bear in future years. 
 
 

JANUARY 8, 1970 
 

 
The required installation of fire hydrants in  residential areas is clearly covered in our 
subdivision regulations.  This regulation, however, specifically excludes commercial and 
industrial developments where no new streets are required.  It is in this area that we need 
additional guidelines. 
 
Large shopping centers, motel complexes, industrial areas and other business buildings can be 
built on large tracts of land presenting  a serious fire potential yet no requirement states that 
they must provide minimum fire hydrant protection for the increased hazard that has been 
added.  We have many such areas at present. 
 
It is felt that fire protection should be added at the time the land is developed.  Therefore, it is 
my recommendation that an addition be made to our City Code requiring that developers of 
land within the City be required to provide fire hydrant coverage so that no portion of a 
commercial building be more than 150 feet from a fire hydrant and no residences be more than 
250 feet from a hydrant. 
 
These proposed standards comply with the requirements of the American Insurance 
Association grading schedule used in grading our City for fire insurance classification. 
 
Your consideration of this proposal is appreciated.

It is very important that the emergency services such as Police, Fire and Ambulance be able to 
readily identify  the address of a building so that assistance can be given at the correct location 
with the least delay. 
 
Unfortunately many residences and businesses do not provide street numbers on their 
buildings and identification is impossible without considerable investigation. 
 
I therefore suggest that an addition be made to our City Code requiring that each building 
clearly display the proper street number so they can be easily read from the street.
