AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE LICENSING OF ALL DOGS 
WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF IDAHO FALLS; 
REQUIRING THAT ALL DOGS WEAR LICENSE TAGS; PROVIDING 
FOR THE IMPOUNDING AND DISPOSAL OF UNLICENSED DOGS; 
REQUIRING KENNEL LICENSES FOR HARBORING OF MORE THAN 
TWO DOGS ON ANY PREMISES; PROVIDING FOR THE 
QUARANTINE  AND IMPOUNDING OF ANY DOG WHICH HAS 
BITTEN ANY PERSON AND PROVIDING FOR ITS DESTRUCTION IF 
FOUND TO HAVE RABIES; MAKING UNLAWFUL THE HARBORING 
OF DOGS WHICH DISTURB THE PEACE OF ANY NEIGHBORHOOD; 
FORBIDDING OWNERS AND KEEPERS OF DOGS TO SUFFER THEN 
TO RUN AT LARGE; PROVIDING FOR IMPOUNDING AND 
DISPOSING OF DOGS TO SUFFER THEM TO RUN AT LARGE; 
PROVIDING FOR IMPOUNDING AND DISPOSING OF DOGS 
RUNNING AT LARGE; ESTABLISHING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION 
OF THE ORDINANCE; REPEALING ORDINANCE AND PARTS OF 
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH; PROVIDING WHEN THE 
ORDINANCE SHALL BECOME EFFECTIVE. 

 
 The foregoing ordinance was presented in title.  It was moved by Councilman Johnson, 
seconded by Petersen, that the ordinance be passed on its first two readings.  Roll call as follows:
