OCTOBER 20,1933

Minutes of a regular Meeting of the City Council of the City of Idaho Falls, Idaho, held
October 20th, 1933.

There were present at said Meeting: Barzilla W. Clark, Mayor; Lee Walker, City Clerk,
Councilmen Evans, Wilkie, Crabtree, Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley, Wright; Absent: Crowley; when the
following proceedings were had, to-wit:

Minutes of previous Meeting were read and approved.

The following applications for licenses were read:

J. B. Bailey Pool Hall

J. B. Bailey Soft Drinks

C. I. Bloxham Taxicab

M. L. Knorr & P. Lyons ~ Rooming House
E. G. Baker Peddle Produce
J. A. Coy Electrician

It was moved by Wilkie, seconded by Evans, that the licenses be granted. Roll call voting Aye:
Wilkie, Crabtree, Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley, Wright, Evans; Motion carried.

Application for license from Edgar Severson to operate a rooming house known as the Big
Seven was read and the Chief of Police and Police Committee recommended that the same be not
granted. It was moved by Gourley, seconded by Mehlhoff, that the above application for license be
rejected and the application fee of $2.00 be returned to Edgar Severson. Roll call voting Aye:
Crabtree, Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley, Wright, Evans, Wilkie; Motion carried.

An Agreement between the City of Idaho Falls and the State of Idaho covering the
maintenance of 1.574 miles of the proposed new highway was read. It was moved by Gourley,
seconded by Mehlhoff, that the Mayor be authorized to sign Agreement designated as N.R.M. (State)
Project No. 14B, 21B and 21B Ext. covering new part of Yellowstone Park Highway through the City
of Idaho Falls. Roll call voting Aye: Gourley, Wright, Evans, Wilkie, Crabtree, Mehlhoff; Nay: Ewart;
Motion carried.

Contract No. L.D. No. 8800 between the Oregon Short Line Railroad Company and the City of
Idaho Falls was read. It was moved by Ewart, seconded by Crabtree, that the Mayor be authorized to
sign above Contract which covers the erection of one electric light pole on railroad property located
on South Shoup Avenue. Roll call voting Aye: Gourley, Wright, Evans, Wilkie, Crabtree, Mehlhoff,
Ewart; Motion carried.

Worth D. Wright of the Finance Committee requested authority from the Council for the
Finance Committee to examine the securities which the banks have to secure the City of Idaho Falls
deposits. It was moved by Gourley, seconded by Mehlhoff, that the Finance Committee be
authorized to examine the securities which the banks have to secure the deposits of the City of Idaho
Falls. Roll call voting Aye: Wright, Evans, Wilkie, Crabtree, Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley; Motion
carried.

Ordinance No. 462 defining an Itinerant Merchant and requiring a Three Hundred Dollar cash
bond was called to the attention of the Council by Chairman Gourley of the Police Committee. It was
moved by Wright, seconded by Crabtree, that the Ordinance be referred to the Ordinance Committee
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and the City Attorney for a decision as to whether the same shall be rescinded. Roll call voting Aye:
Wright, Evans, Wilkie, Crabtree, Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley; Motion carried.

It was moved by Ewart, seconded by Crabtree, that the City grant the Covey Gas & Oil
Company a special permit to construct their gasoline storage tanks under the supervision of the
Building Inspector and the Fire Chief, at the corner of B Street and Cottage Avenue. Roll call voting
Aye: Evans, Crabtree, Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley; Not Voting: Wilkie and Wright; Motion carried.

It was moved by Crabtree, seconded by Ewart, that the Ordinance Committee and City
Attorney be authorized to draw up an Ordinance covering the shipment of fresh meat into the City.
Roll call voting Aye: Wilkie, Crabtree, Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley, Wright, Evans; Motion carried.

Applications for the following water extensions were read: S. Moncrief and N. L. King. It was
moved by Wilkie, seconded by Mehlhoff, that the applications for water extension be approved. Roll
call voting Aye: Crabtree, Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley, Wright, Evans, Wilkie; Motion carried.

City Engineer, C. R. Black, reports that the water pipe in the alley is leaking into the basement
of the Eleanore Hotel and should be changed to a six inch pipe; will require 400 feet of pipe. It was
moved by Gourley, seconded by Mehlhoff, that the changing of pipe be referred to the Electric Light
and Water Committee. Roll call voting Aye: Mehlhoff, Ewart, Gourley, Wright, Evans, Wilkie,
Crabtree; Motion carried.

It was moved by Gourley, seconded by Mehlhoff, that the Meeting adjourn. Roll call voting
Aye: Ewart, Gourley, Wright, Evans, Wilkie, Crabtree, Mehlhoff; Motion carried.
