It is with great pleasure and enthusiasm that the Idaho Falls Community 
Recreation Center Planning Committee forwards to you our recommendation for 
the future location of the proposed Idaho Falls Community Recreation Center. 
 
As you have no doubt been informed by the media, at our April 24, 2000 
Meeting, our Committee unanimously voted to recommend the Rigby/Clayton 
Property adjacent to Freeman Park.  This Committee spent nearly two months 
studying several properties that were recommended in Phase I of the 
Community Recreation Center Feasibility Study.  We looked at several criteria 
and carefully evaluated the merit of each property based on those criteria. 
 
Based on our evaluation, the Community Recreation Center Planning 
Committee has determined that the Rigby/Clayton Site is the best possible 
location for the proposed center.  In addition to unanimously recommending 
this site, we also voted to request that the City of Idaho Falls proceed with 
negotiations to secure an option for the purchase of the property with Mr. Rigby 
and Mr. Clayton.  We are hopeful that your Commission will concur with our 
decisions and forward our recommendations to the City Council for 
consideration at their May 18, 2000 Meeting. 
 
I understand that our Committee will attend the Parks and Recreation 
Commission on Monday, May 1, 2000 to present our recommendations in 
person.  We are looking forward to this opportunity.

Dear Mayor and City Councilmembers: 
 
At our monthly meeting, which was held on May 1, 2000, the Community 
Recreation Center Planning Committee met with the Parks and Recreation 
Commission to give a presentation regarding the site location of the proposed 
Community Recreation Center.  Maureen Finnerty, Chairperson for the 
Community Recreation Center Planning Committee delivered the presentation. 
 
Maureen detailed the evaluation process including the extensive criteria 
developed by her Committee.  She concluded her remarks by recommending the 
Rigby/Clayton Property.  Following her presentation, the Commission asked 
pertinent questions and discussed the recommendation thoroughly.  The Parks 
and Recreation Commission unanimously endorses the Rigby/Clayton property 
adjacent to Freeman Park as the best possible location for the proposed 
Community Recreation Center. 
 
The Idaho Falls Parks and Recreation Commission strongly recommends the 
endorsement of the Rigby/Clayton Property.  We encourage the City to make 
every effort to obtain an option and purchase the site needed for the proposed 
Community Recreation Center project.

Center Planning Committee for their remarkable job.  She explained that there were 30 sites 
in the beginning of this process. 
  Councilmember Groberg requested clarification on the requirement to use an 
appraisal in the negotiation of the purchase of the property.  The City Attorney stated that 
law does not require getting an appraisal.  This would be at the discretion of the Mayor and 
City Council whether that would be a requirement. 
  Following a brief discussion regarding how an option may be made, it was 
determined that this issue would return to the City Council for consideration, that the 
appraisal price is not necessarily the final price for the property, and that the Option 
Agreement establishes the purchase price for the property.  The City Attorney stated that the 
City would not be bound by the Option Agreement to purchase the property should the Bond 
Election not go forward.
