JANUARY 24, 1985

The City Council of the City of Idaho Falls met in Regular Meeting, Thursday,
January 24, 1985, in the Council Chamber in Idaho Falls, Idaho. There were present:
Mayor Tom Campbell; Councilmen Sam Sakaguchi, Ralph Wood, Art Chandler, Mel
Erickson, Wes Deist, and Paul Hovey. Also present: Velma Chandler, City Clerk; Dale
Storer, City Attorney; and all available Division Directors.

Mayor Campbell welcomed Joe Barrows from Kirchner-Moore Company, who
was present concerning the refunding of General obligation bonds, and thanked him for his
presence.

Minutes of the last Regular Council Meeting held January 10, 1985, were
summarized and approved.

The Mayor declared open a public hearing to consider an appeal from a Board
of Adjustment decision submitted by Lee Gagner, and called upon Councilman Wood to
conduct the hearing. At the request of Councilman Wood, the City Clerk read this
explanatory memo from the City Planner:

Attached is a copy of request for a variance submitted by Mr. Lee Gagner. The
petition is requesting permission to build patios with a 6-foot high fence
extending into the front setback area. These patios are attached to a
condominium development under Construction in the Old Fashion Way
Addition, Division No. 1.

The Plan, as proposed, would extend six feet into the required 15-foot front
setback. This Construction could be permitted if the fences were limited to
three feet in height. The petitioner is requesting this variance be granted on
five separate patios.

This variance request was considered by the Board of Adjustment on the 19th
of December and at that time the request was denied. This matter is now being

submitted for your consideration.

Councilman Wood then asked the City Planner to explain the need for this appeal. City
Planner Gilchrist displayed pictures of the patios and fences that were already constructed
so that the Council could more fully understand the problem.

Councilman Wood then invited anyone who wished to speak in favor of this
request to be heard at this time.

Mr. Lee Gagner, 2555 Fieldstream Lane, the requester, appeared to give a
history of what has occurred to require this variance request. He said that plat and plans
had been approved by the City on October 30th. He said the patio fences create an
extremely

private patio and he would have to lower the asking price for the units if he was forced to
lower the fences. He said that the City officials had informed him around November 30th
that the City could not allow the six foot fences. He said that, evidently, there had been an
over-sight when the plans were checked in the Planner’s office. He then went to the Board of
Adjustments with a variance request and they denied the request, basically, saying that it is
not in their jurisdiction to make decisions of this type. He said he was then advised by the
City planning officials to take his request before the Council. He said that three patio fences
are already constructed and two have not begun construction so, possibly, these two could
be re-sighted without problems. He requested approval of the three units that have already
been constructed and said he would alter the unconstructed units to conform to code.

Councilman Deist asked if the patios and fences were shown on the plans
when submitted to the Planning and Zoning Department?

City Planner Gilchrist said that the patios did not show on the plot plan but
were on another form and it was not until after a permit had been issued that his office
received both plans together and discovered the problem. During the discussion that
followed, it was felt by the Council that requests of this nature have been denied and fences
altered and that the standards should be kept for residents unless it could be proven that
the property could not be used or a particular hardship would be created. Mr. Gagner stated
that the market value for the units would be lower if he could not retain the private patios,
therefore, he felt this would be a hardship factor.

Councilman Wood stated that he feared there would be future problems of this
nature if the request was approved. There was no one present who wished to speak against
this request. Therefore, it was moved by Councilman Wood, seconded by Deist, that the
Board of Adjustment decision be upheld and the variance be denied. Roll call as follows:

Mayor Campbell asked Customer Service Advisor, Van Ashton, if he had heard from any
builders or realtors who expressed interest in this program. Mr. Ashton said he had heard
from a few who, basically, were interested in the program. Councilman Hovey stated that it
should be understood that for any home that is built under this “Super Good Cents”
program there would be an increase in cost for that home of any where from $1,000.00 to
$4,000.00 per home. He cautioned that the program on which this one is based, in now in
court in Seattle to determine the Constitutionality of the program.
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Lee Gagner re-appeared to state that there is also a study going on in the State
of Idaho to try to determine if this program is feasible and will do what it is intended to do.

Mayor Campbell stated that this was a voluntary program and totally up to the
builder if he wished to participate. He said it was a function of the free market. Councilman
Hovey stated that it was confusing to the public to have the City accept these programs as
acceptance is, many times, considered an endorsement of the program. He said that the
City will be doing the advertisement for this program, which, in his opinion, would convey
the fact that the City of Idaho Falls whole-heartedly supports it or the City would not be
taking funds from the utility bill to advertise the program. Councilman Deist took exception
to this statement. He said this had been discussed previously in a work session and it was
his understanding that the City would not spend any funds without approval of the Council.
Councilman Hovey said there were initial funds that must be paid by the utility.
Councilman Erickson said that BPA will pay 100% of the initial costs, thereafter the utility
has the option to decide how much money it wants to put into the program and that amount
will be matched on a 50-50 basis by BPA. Councilman Hovey asked when “thereafter”
started? Mr. Ashton answered that, after the program is established and has
approximately one-half dozen homes in place, the City or utility will have the option to
continue with the advertising or not. It was moved by Councilman Wood, seconded by
Chandler, that the proposed agreement with BPA be accepted, with the understanding that
there be no expenditures of funds by the City without approval of the City Council on the
advertising promotion of this program, and the Mayor and City Clerk be authorized to sign
the agreement.

The majority of all the members of the Council present having
voted in the affirmative, the Mayor declared the rule dispensed with and ordered the
ordinance placed before the Council for final consideration, the question being, “SHALL THE
ORDINANCE PASS?’

Mayor Campbell reported that the Attorney is in the process of re-writing the
Civil Service Ordinance, which necessitates that he re-appoints the Civil Service
Commission. He said he had re-appointed Jack Voshell for two years; Beth Madsen for four
years; and Gil Karst for six years, and asked for Council confirmation of these
reappointments. It was moved by Councilman Erickson, seconded by Deist, that these re-
appointments be confirmed by the Council. Ayes, Councilmen Wood, Chandler, Erickson,
Deist, Hovey, and Sakaguchi; No, none; carried.
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Mayor Campbell said that he had also re-appointed LaMar John, Terry Brooks,
and Pat McGhan to five year terms on the Planning Commission. It was moved by
Councilman Wood, seconded by Deist, that these re-appointments be confirmed. Roll call as
follows: Ayes, Councilmen Chandler, Erickson, Deist, Hovey, Sakaguchi, and Wood; No,
none; carried.

Mayor Campbell complimented the Public Works Department for the manner in
which they handled the snow removal, and the Fire Department for having their “part-time”
employees assist the handicapped and elderly in removing snow from their driveways.

There being no further business, it was moved by Councilman Chandler,
seconded by Wood, that the meeting adjourn at 8:15.
