(A) Mimmmum and Maximum Lot Area.

(1} Inthe R1 Zone, the maximum lot size shall be thirteen thousand five hundred square feet {13,500
ft*), except for corner lots, wedge-shaped lots in cul-de-sacs, or other unusual shaped lots. This
shall also not apply to conditional uses such as schools and religious mnsttutions.

(2) In the R2 zone, seven hundred and fifty square feet (750 %) shall be added to the minimum
required area for each additional dwelling unit.

(3) Inthe TN Zone, the maximum average lot area for subdivisions approved after the adoption of
this Code, April 12, 2018, shall be six thousand two hundred and fifty square feet (6,250 ft7) in

order to encourage a mix of lot sizes and dwelling types. (Ord. 3210, 8-23-18)
